If only we could have kept in touch with all these
relatives and helped them understand the decisions the PCC has needed

to make over the years to deal with decaying rose bushes and making the

plaque arrangement sustainable.

Fortunately, and with support
from the tireless work of Roger
and Shaun as the gardening team,
and Kat in the office, more and
more families are now
reconnecting with us to arrange
for a sustainable plagque to be
installed on our memorial posts.
Any legacy plaques that have been
temporarily removed are being
kept securely or respectfully
placed in a side bed whilst we are

in transition.
