Clergy have been known
to go to extraordinary
lengths to get across the
message of Easter. A
certain vicar thought he
had solved the problem
by climbing into the
pulpit and eating a
daffodil.

The message was simple:
everyone would go
home and tell others
what had happened and
the story would spread
far and wide. He
declared triumphantly,
“That’s what happened
on the first Easter Day.”

There were two
problems. One was the
fact that the people

remembered the vicar

eating the daffodil, but
not why he did it. The
other was that the vicar
was ill in bed for a week.

How do we show others
that what for us is the
foundation on which we
build our lives can have
the power to change not
only our lives, but theirs,
and can indeed change
the world?

The  Resurrection of
Jesus is fundamental to
our Christian life and if
we can’t in some way
convey that to others,
then our Christian
commitment will have
little effect.

St Paul made it quite clear when he
wrote to Christians living in
Corinth: “If Christ has not been
raised from death, then we have
nothing to preach and you have
nothing to believe...if our hope in
Christ is good for this life only and
no more, then we deserve more
pity than anyone else in all the
world.”

The Gospel accounts of Jesus’
Resurrection leave lots of
unanswered questions. The one

thing that all four Gospel accounts
have in common is that they tell us
